The average and the median provide information about the ‘centre’ of the distribution — here, the ‘centre’ is around 1950,
with the average and median having fairly similar values.

The standard deviation and the IQR provide information about the ‘spread’ of the distribution — here, the ‘spread’ is
around 37 years, with the s.d. and IQR again having fairly similar values.

For data which consist of calendar years with a remote origin, the ‘spread’ is of little interest in relation to the ‘centre’;
rather, we note that the ‘spread’ here is appeciable in relation to the range of 123 years.

The stemplot with ordered leaves (on the right above) shows the following features of these data.

® A small ‘early’ cluster of two wineries founded 16 years apart, an ‘intermediate’ cluster of 18 wineries founded over
46 years, and a ‘late’ cluser of 20 wineries founded over a shorter period of 23 years.
— These clusters suggest an increasing incentive to found wineries over the 123 year period of the data, likely mot-
vated by commercial factors.

® There were two periods (totalling 36 years) from 1877 to 1901 and from 1949 to 1959 when no wineries were founded.
